Inclusion of Washington Common and Warren Hill:  Section J, Map 17 
 

The South Downs Campaign (SDC) would like to formally support the case being made by 
the National Trust for the inclusion of Washington Common and Warren Hill in the South 
Downs National Park, subject to a slightly different boundary as shown in the map overleaf. 
 
The South Downs Campaign believes that this area clearly meets the statutory criteria for 
inclusion being of outstanding natural beauty in its own right, with a strong borrowed 
landscape, lying as it does close to the scarp slope of the Downs and with good views of 
Chanctonbury Ring.  Recreationally, it is also very good with open access land and a good 
network of paths in addition to the designated rights of way.  With the improvements planned 
by the National Trust, the quality of the area is likely to increase, as it has already done so 
within the last year. 
 
The SDC would urge you to recommend to the Secretary of State that the National Park 
boundary should be adjusted as shown overleaf to include this important area within the South 
Downs National Park.
